This Amendment (the “Amendment”) amends the DS0 Services Agreement (“DS0”) Commercial 
Agreement – by and between AT&T Telecommunications, Inc. d/b/a AT&T Alabama, AT&T Florida, AT&T 
Georgia, AT&T Kentucky, AT&T Louisiana, AT&T Mississippi, AT&T North Carolina, AT&T South Carolina, 
AT&T Tennessee (“AT&T-9STATE”), a Georgia corporation and Granite Telecommunications, LLC 
(“CARRIER”), a limited liability company effective as of August 17, 2009 (the “Agreement”).  AT&T-9STATE 
and CARRIER are hereinafter referred to collectively as the “Parties” and individually as a “Party”. 
 

WHEREAS, the Parties desire to extend the term of the Agreement to apply to Remote Call Forwarding 
services only as set forth below. 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the promises and mutual agreements set forth herein, the 

Parties agree to amend the Agreement as follows: 
 
1. The General Terms & Conditions of the Agreement is hereby amended by adding the following Section 

3.1.1: 
 

3.1.1 The Agreement shall be extended to February 29, 2012 for the sole purpose of providing 
Remote Call Forwarding business service (i.e. class of service USOC UEPVB).  The 
Agreement’s expiration date of December 21, 2011 shall continue to apply to all other 
services provided within the Agreement.   
  

 
2 EXCEPT AS MODIFIED HEREIN, ALL OTHER TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THE UNDERLYING
