The request for intervention must establish the grounds for
the request including the status and interest of the party.

If the Public Service Commission does not receive a written request for intervention within (30) days of the
providing of this notice, the Public Service Commission may take final action on the filing.

The proposed rate change sought by the Salyersville Water Works shall occur at the same time and shall be in the
same percentage of the change as applied to all customers of the Salyersville Water Works, who are located both
inside and outside the City of Salyersville, Kentucky.

The proposed rate increase sought by the Salyersville Water Works is to help meet the increased cost of operation
and ongoing required maintenance is in no way for increased capitalization of the Salyersville Water Works
System.
